The air cleaner housing base 
contains a drain valve and drain 
hole as shown. The drain valve 
and drain hole can permit water 
to enter the air intake. 
 

Safari advises that the drain 
valve and drain hole should be 
sealed to ensure a watertight 
installation.

Install the air entry hose (item 10) 
through the hole in the inner guard 
panel, loosely install a 90/110mm 
hose clamp (item 11) onto either 
end of the air entry hose.

Align the air entry hose for best 
fitment (Ensure the air entry hose 
is installed hard up against the 
shoulder of the snorkel body 
outlet), correctly position the 
90/110mm hose clamps at either 
end of the air entry hose and 
tighten the hose clamps.

air ram assembly (Item 2).

Install the guard liner, mud flap, air cleaner element, air cleaner lid, reconnect sensor wiring 
and any other items that may have been removed during the snorkel installation process.
