Prior to commencing the installation, it is the installer's responsibility to verify that all
components and particularly the template (Item 13) are correct.

1 Remove the following in accordance with the factory service manual:

o Air Cleaner Assembly

e RHS Mud Flap

e RHS Guard Liner

e RH Guard Mount Indicator (if fitted to vehicle)

Remove and discard:
e Air intake ducting
e Air Deflector

Align the guard panel template
(Item 13) to the upper and rear
edges of the right hand guard as
shown.

Use a step drill to drill the 6
mounting holes to 16mm
diameter.

Drill 2 or 3, 20mm diameter holes
in the cut-out section for a
start/stop point for the body saw,
using the body saw cut the main
hole in the guard panel as
marked from the template cut-out
in step 4.

Deburr and paint holes.

Upper Mounting Bracket

Install the upper mounting
bracket (Item 3) to the snorkel
body (Item 1) with hex bolts (Item
4).

Apply Loctite 243 to each of the
stainless steel mounting studs
(Item 7) and install the studs
finger tight into the snorkel body
(Item 1) mounting inserts as
shown.

Place a strip of masking tape
along the A-pillar panel.

Carefully install the snorkel body
(Item 1) to the guard panel.

With the snorkel body correctly
positioned on the vehicle,
accurately mark the position of
the upper mounting bracket (Iltem
3) onto the masking tape.

Remove the snorkel body (Item
1) from the vehicle and remove
the upper mounting bracket (Item
3) from the snorkel body.

Position the upper mounting
bracket (Item 3) onto the A-pillar
and align the bracket with the
marked bracket outline. Mark the
three mounting hole positions
with a felt tip pen.

Drill a pilot hole at each of the
three marked hole positions. Drill
each hole position to 8mm
diameter with a step drill or 8mm
drill bit.

Deburr and paint holes.

Install the plastic inserts (Item 6)
into the 8mm diameter holes in
the A-pillar.

Secure the upper mounting
bracket (Item 3) to the A-pillar
with three self-tapping screws
(Item 5).

Scribe a line around the pre-
spinner flange as shown.

Carefully remove the pre-spinner
assembly from the air cleaner
base, using the body saw cut
along the scribed line removing
the outer section of the pre-
spinner flange.

Neaten the cut with a file or
grinder.

Re-install the pre-spinner and
file/grind off the two locating tabs
so the tabs are flush with the air
cleaner inlet.

INSTALLER OPTION :

The air cleaner base contains a
drain valve and drain hole as
shown. The drain valve and drain
hole can permit water to enter
the air intake.

Safari advises that the drain
valve and drain hole should be
sealed to ensure a watertight
installation.

(Item 1) to the guard panel,
guiding the snorkel body outlet
snout into the air entry hose (item
10), align the snorkel body to
guard panel and upper mounting
bracket.

When correctly aligned, fasten
the snorkel body to the guard
panel with body washers (Item 8)
and nyloc nuts (Item 9).
