Upper Mounting Bracket

Install the upper mounting
bracket (item 3) to the snorkel
body (item 1) with hex bolts
(item 4).

Apply Loctite 243 to the front
and top three brass snorkel
body mounting inserts, using a
4mm Allen key install the
stainless steel mounting studs
(item 7) finger tight into the
four snorkel body (item 1)
mounting inserts shown.
